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Details of the Scheme

Hunter Investment Funds (Scheme)

As at 31 March 2023, the Scheme comprised the Hunter Global Fixed Interest Fund.

The Scheme is a registered Managed Investment Scheme which is an “other" managed fund i.e., a managed
fund that is not a KiwiSaver scheme, workplace savings scheme or superannuation scheme.

The manager of the scheme is Harbour Asset Management Limited (Harbour).

The New Zealand Guardian Trust Company Limited has been the supervisor from 1 October 2022, Public Trust
was the supervisor prior to this. The New Zealand Guardian Trust Company Limited’s appointment and Public
Trust’s retirement as the supervisor is recorded in the Deed of Retirement and Appointment dated 21 September
2022.



The current PDS for the scheme is dated 3 October 2022 and its status is ‘open for applications’.

The latest Fund Update is for the quarter ended 30 June 2023.

The latest full financial statements for the Scheme for the year ended 31 March 2023 (the Accounting Period)
that comply with, and have been registered under, the Financial Markets Conduct Act 2013 were authorised
for issue by Harbour on 5 July 2023.

The auditor’s report on those financial statements was dated 5 July 2023. The auditor issued an unmodified
opinion.

Information on contributions and scheme participants

There were investment products on issue at the start of the Accounting Period. The table below sets out the
number of units on issue for the Fund at the start and the end of the Accounting Period.

Changes relating to the scheme

e The PDS, SIPO & OMI lodged on 3 October 2022 reflected the change in supervisor from Public Trust to
The New Zealand Guardian Trust Company Limited

e The PDS lodged on 3 October 2022 was updated to reflect the risk indicator was based on returns data for
the 5 years to 30 September 2022 in lieu of September 2021 and included prohibited investment risk in
the other specific risks section of the PDS.

e The SIPO lodged on 3 October 2022 was updated to reflect monitoring and controls of the funding account
maintained by the fund.

Harbour staff may invest in the Hunter Global Fixed Interest Fund. The Related Party Certificates reflect the
investment management agreement with PIMCO and that underlying clients of Jarden (parent company to
Harbour) may invest in the Fund from time-to-time on an arms-length basis. All related party transactions
entered into during the Accounting Period were conducted on normal commercial terms and conditions and
were on arms-lengths terms.

Sarah Graydon was appointed on 20 March 2023 and remains a director
of NZGT through to 31 March 2023.
